 One of C/ID’s priorities is public safety 
o Developed Clean and Safe Committee 

 Introduced cameras to the neighborhood 
 Captured video that lead to 5 people caught 
 Built trust in community to implement cameras 
 Footage archive is only 2 weeks 

 Center City Initiative, LEAD and Multidisciplinary Team 
o Frames issues as public health first 
o Did not use more police than usual 
o Partnership extends to health and human service providers 

 Chemical, mental and housing 
o Dollars spent on drug and mental health court

 Expressed gaps in neighborhood connections with social service providers 

 Issues of sales with fortified alcohol   
o AIA pushes problems to other neighborhoods? 
o Customers find new methods 

 Rice Wine – 15% alcohol for around $1
